A natural is a small surface blem-
ish on a polished diamond, usual-
ly found on the girdle. It is a part
of the original surface of the dia-
mond crystal and indicates that
the stone is truly a diamond. A
natural does not affect the gem’s
clarity grade.

What Is A Claw Setting?
This popular setting,usually for rings,is
one that holds the stone securely
between prongs. It allows light to
enter the back of the gem giving it a
bright look.Tiffany,belcher,and fishtail
settings are claw settings.

What Is A French Wire Finish?
French wire, also called bullion or

gimp, is a material used to  finish

the silk cord in pearl necklaces

where the cord joins the clasp. It is

a supple, fine wire that comes in

several finishes and protects the

cord from abrasion.
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
